Introduction à la linguistique cognitive / Introduction to Cognitive Linguistics
Robert Butler                robert.butler@univ-lorraine.fr
In this unit, students will be introduced to Cognitive Linguistics (CL). This area of study began to 
develop in the 1980s and is now a significant branch of Linguistics. CL draws on areas of psychology 
and explores how linguistic concepts can be explained schematically in terms of mental operations. 
This course starts with some of the key founding texts, including the psychological origins of CL, 
and explores some of the broad areas of study, including Conceptualisation (Langacker), different 
approaches to the analysis of Metaphor (Lakoff & Johnson, Musolff, etc.) and Cognitive Semantics 
(Talmy). More specific methodologies will also be studied, such as Conceptual Metaphor Theory 
(CMT), Critical Metaphor Analysis (CMA), Metaphor Scenarios and Force Dynamics. This exploration 
of CL will provide students with a grounding in the concepts and some of the methods used to 
conduct analysis. A range of texts will be explored in order to discover how a CL-based analysis of 
texts can be conducted. According to students’ research interests, the growing areas of Gesture 
Studies and Multimodality may also be addressed.

Young researchers are often denied direct access to the daily research activities of the professors 
who teach them. Often, many doctorants arrive at job interviews without having been exposed to 
research models beyond their own Master’s mémoire and thèse. Yet academic research involves 
a lot more than just sitting behind a computer screen or burying oneself in a stack of books. The 
goal of this course is twofold: to introduce students to the various issues, problems and activities 
that confront academic researchers today and to guide them in active research fieldwork that will 
contribute to their overall understanding of what academic research entails. Students will be as-
signed to a professor to assist him or her in the role of “research assistant” or “apprentice scholar” 
for a total of 35 hours (to be completed in the semester or over the entire year) (i.e., constructing 
a bibliography and tracking down sources, correcting proof pages, building a book index, etc.) to 
organizing a research seminar that will be held sometime during the academic year (drafting the 
seminar’s problématique, contacting potential speakers, filling in the administrative paperwork, 
leading the seminar discussion, etc.). Research students will also be expected to participate in the 
Department’s research center’s (I.D.E.A.) scientific activities throughout the year. A critical bilan will 
be presented, and graded, at the end of term.

Traditions, methods and controversies in British and U.S. history

This is the second part of a two-year postgraduate course which offers a comprehensive examina-
tion of historiographical perspectives, with a special focus on British and U.S. history. It aims to 
introduce students to historical writing and the critical study of the principles that guide historians 
in their work: the theories, methods and interpretations involved will be examined, covering the 
different fields and debates that have shaped history as a discipline. Through a critical analysis of 
seminal works, the course will address the ways in which historians have sought to make sense of 
key events or themes over the centuries.
Part two will start with 19th-century national narratives and the works of early historians such as 
George Bancroft or Frederick Jackson Turner. The course will trace the development of historical 
writing through the Progressive Era and focus on the rise of social history, questioning the effects of 
the Civil Rights movement and the growing influence of feminist and New Left historians to include 
contemporary questions of race, class and gender. Finally, this course will examine the cultural 
turn and have students engage with digital and diplomatic history, with a focus on the more recent 
debates over the de/re-centering of U.S. historiography.

Silent Messengers: Culture, Diplomacy and Espionage in Practice and Fiction

This course focuses on the intricate worlds of culture – broadly defined –, diplomacy and intelligence 
in the Long American Century (late 1890s to early 2010s). It explores the theoretical foundations, 
debates and practical applications of the use of culture to project the image of the U.S. abroad 
through broadcast media, the visual and performing arts, literature, or academic and cultural 
exchanges. Covering various time periods, from the Progressive Era to the War on Terror after 
September 11, with a special focus on the interwar years and the Cold War, it discusses the ways 
in which literature and the arts have served as a battleground in the struggle for global hegemony. 
Unlike other countries, the U.S. has never established a federal department dedicated to cultural 
affairs. This anomaly allows the U.S. to champion transparency while influencing governments and 
citizens abroad through its official foreign policy or with the quasi-official help of Hollywood. As this 
course aims to show, culture provides a favorable environment for diplomacy, as well as a platform 
for dialogue on the nature of U.S. culture that extends beyond the “American way of life.” Conversely, 
culture can be seen as a vehicle for covert action, hiding secrets in plain sight, given that, like any 
other country, the U.S. engages in espionage and sends spies abroad under diplomatic cover. In this 
context, this course looks at the role and influence of a few novelists, playwrights, or literary critics 
– such as Steinbeck, Hughes, Faulkner, Mailer or McCarthy – dispatched as diplomatic envoys, as 
well as the circulation of the hard-boiled, noir and spy subgenres, which enjoyed great success in 
both film and literature.

This course examines how and why some writers at the beginning of the twentieth and twenty-first 
centuries were deliberately breaking or subverting the established aesthetic norms by experimenting 
with style and form or playing with the materiality of the text and the book. Judged by the readers of 
their times as “unreadable” and “eccentric” or by critics as “avant-garde” and “challenging”, some 
of these writings have since been absorbed by mainstream culture, while others remain marginal 
one-off experimental strokes of genius. In parallel, seminal essays considered as manifestos of 
modernism and postmodernism – such as Virginia Woolf’s “Modern Fiction” and John Barth’s “The 
Literature of Exhaustion” – and interviews with innovative authors will be discussed.

The Transmedial Journeys of Tennessee Williams’s «Streetcar»

Because of its blend of poetic realism, social criticism, and psychological expressionism,  Tennessee 
Williams’s A Streetcar Named Desire (1947) has often been called the greatest American play of the
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20th century. While the play’s textual brilliance has a lot to do with this elevated status, its many 
“afterlives” have contributed to its stature. The play’s first post-Broadway life, Elia Kazan’s 
celebrated 1951film, brought most of the play’s theatre cast to the screen, pitting Vivien Leigh’s 
classical British style against Marlon Brando’s U.S. Method acting. If the film helped confirm the 
play’s rank in the U.S. canon, and solidified Kazan’s reputation as the country’s premiere theatre 
and film director, it was not without its problems, namely the manner in which Williams and Kazan 
had to negotiate the play’s adult themes and content to appease Hollywood’s censors. The play 
later underwent several adaptations, including an opera and a ballet, and inspired homage-driven 
movies (Blue Jasmin and Todo sobre mi madre) and television parodies and pastiches alike (e.g., 
Belle Reprieve, The Golden Girls, Seinfeld, The Simpsons, Modern Family, The Gilmore Girls and The 
Big Bang Theory), the study of which will complement the play’s universal and transnational appeal. 
European productions of the play will also be discussed to highlight the exportation of American 
culture after World War II. The goal of the course is thus not only to study the play as drama and 
theatre – and its rich and expansive critical reception – but also to explore its many lives around the 
world and through different media.

Introduction à l’analyse critique du discours / Introduction to Critical Discourse Studies

In this course, students will be introduced to Critical Discourse Studies (CDS), which has become 
a major approach to linguistics over the last twenty years. CDS incorporates a broad range of 
linguistic methods in order to provide an enhanced understanding of the socio-cognitive, cultural 
and contextual factors which shape discourse in society. The course starts by analysing the very 
concept of discourse in relation to language. Some of the main approaches within CDS include 
the Discourse-Historical Approach (Wodak), the Discourse-Society Triangle (van Dijk) and Social 
Semiotics (van Leeuwen), among others. Drawing primarily on methods in cognitive linguistics 
and pragmatics, students will be equipped with the tools required to analyse texts discursively, 
with a significant but not exclusive focus on Political Discourse Analysis. CDS is increasingly 
compatible with multimodal approaches, and amongst these is Gesture Studies, which will also be 
incorporated during the semester. As a result, students will become familiar with the increasingly 
interdisciplinary nature of CDS and the important link between Linguistics and other disciplines, 
including Communication Studies, Media Studies and Political Science.

This course offers an introduction to the fields of book history and textual scholarship. It aims at 
presenting the different aspects of these fields of study and research – the history of the book, 
bibliography and the sociology of texts, as well as textual criticism and genetic criticism – and at 
pointing out the interdisciplinary issues which lie at the core of these branches of literary theory 
and practice. Questions relating to the material conditions of texts and books, their production, 
transmission, circulation, dissemination and reception will be addressed. The vocabulary, tools, 
principles and techniques of analysis provided during this course are intended to give research 
students insights into current and dynamic areas of literary criticism.
